"Understanding Attachment Theory and Inner World Development, Using Film"

This past spring, the CAPCT Conference Committee Margaret Nurse and Dagnija Tenne worked together with our CAPCT senior member, teacher, supervisor, expert in infancy and adult psychoanalyst Elizabeth Tuters to create a series of presentations for the Toronto Psychoanalytic Society, Extension Program for this season 2011. Our own CAPCT members Sally Doulis, Dannette Graham, Robin Holloway, Dagnija Tenne together with Susan Yabsley (Clinical Director at the Hincks Dellcrest Centre and in charge of the Wait, Watch and Wonder program) will be discussing films on the topic: "Understanding Attachment Theory and Inner World Development, Using Film". The films are arranged in a way that the attendees will be able to follow the attachment processes as they unfold at different stages of development. The film series will begin with learning about attachment and the earliest development from infancy, proceeding to toddler and early school age, continuing with adolescence and the resulting adult attachment complexities and their effects on the next generation. The central focus of the presentations will be on understanding attachment, development and one’s inner world in the atmosphere of mutual learning and empathizing with various film characters.

The film series provides us with a great opportunity to learn about the "both" sides of families: how parents and children struggle with attachment challenges and trauma. Susan Yabsley will start the series with the most poignant film on infancy and together with her presentation we will learn about the formation of the very early attachments and the loss of them. Sally Doulis will present the most beautiful and the saddest movie about how a young child copes with the death of her mother. Dannette Graham will cover the fascinating subject of what makes one run away from the attachment object and feelings of anger in attachment relationship. Robin Holloway has taken on the responsibility to help us to understand the perplexity of attachment struggles in the family with sibling adolescents demanding and sustaining their individuality. The series will be concluded by Dagnija Tenne inviting you to think about the father - sibling attachments after the loss of the mother and drawing attention to intergenerational issues of attachment and their effect on one’s development.  The presentations are coordinated by Elizabeth Tuters. 
The series will begin on November 17, 2011 and continue every Thursday night for five weeks. Further information regarding “when and where” the film series and discussions will take place included in the attachment of this email.
