· Your application will be reviewed by the Executive Council of the CAPCT at the earliest opportunity. 

· You will then have one interview and the application along with the results of the interviews will be reviewed at the next meeting of the Executive Council. 

If you are invited to join the CAPCT, you are required to provide proof of malpractice insurance (which may be obtained through the CAPCT’s plan, or independently) once you have begun practicing. Annual membership fees are $215. Members are strongly encouraged to upgrade and refresh their skills and Toronto offers a number of workshops and conferences of interest to child and adolescent psychotherapists. The CAPCT also offers Continuing Education events from time to time, including an annual conference in Toronto.
